Don'ts:
Respect cultural: Avoid touching or pointing feet at religious
objects.
Don't Smoke in Public: Smoking in the public areas is strictly
prohibited and liable to be fined. Spitting on the wall and other
places is discourage. 
Don't Disturb Wildlife: Keep a safe distance and avoid loud noises
or sudden movements around animals.
No Drones: Visitors can't fly drones. Approval only for goverment
use.
Avoid politically sensitive issues: It is wise to bear this in mind
when conversing with local people. Avoid politically sensitive issues.
Bargaining: Shops typically have fixed prices for all items, and
bargaining is not common.
